As principal, I was the most pleased with the dynamic learning that took place over
the past three weeks. DHS has shown me to be a truly unique educational institution.
In a typical high school setting, learning is a “one-way street” as students receive
or “get” information from their teachers; during the past three weeks learning was a
dynamic, interactive and synergistic process. The DHS staff enhanced their
professional skills by researching, applying and adjusting their teaching strategies
to a dynamic learning environment. Staff operated in a well defined professional
learning community where they learned from each other, students and themselves.
Students also demonstrated extraordinary resiliency, adaptability and a high aptitude
for learning in an unpredictable real world situation; some educators believe that this
is the highest form of learning.

DHS has an impressive resume; our College Board SAT scores are significantly above the
US national average, our students demonstrate strong achievement on the Advance
Placement test scores and the list of high caliber post-secondary institutions that
DHS students attend is quite remarkable. But I believe what is most impressive about
DHS is the caliber of two-way interactive learning that occurs between our students
and faculty. This is a rare and highly sought commodity in the field of education.
