
Here’s what you asked 

about this week….. 

What are A & B days at 

DHS? 

Each day at DHS is either an 

“A” day or a “B” day for 

students where students have 4 

subject classes on an “A” day 

(classes 1 - 4) and another 4 on 

a “B” day (classes 5 - 8). Class 

periods are 80 minutes long 

and the purpose of this 

alternate schedule is to help 

students as follows: 

- To avoid having 6-8 classes 

of homework each day 

- To provide longer blocks of 

time for work during the day 

- To accommodate effective 

writing, lab work and 

physical activities 

- To cultivate stronger 

teacher/student 

relationships 

Please take a look at the 

attached March and April 

monthly plans and you will see 

the days written on each day 

as A or B. This indicates to the 

students (and now you too) the 

appropriate schedules. 

 

How can DHS get 

information about a school 

closure out to students and 

families faster? 

If school is to be closed prior to 

the start of a school day, we will 

send an email out to all families 

within ½ hour of receiving the 

information ourselves as we 

have re-structured our contact 

phone tree to shorten the time 

needed to contact our 

students.  

Information will also be 

simultaneously published on the 

DHS website as we are currently 

working on the ability to do this 

from an off-campus location. 

This means that information will 

be more efficiently 

communicated to our students 

and families by immediately 

publishing the announcement 

on the website, sending emails 

and using a more efficient 

phone tree system. 

 

Do parents have to attend 

the Course Selection 

Nights? 

Yes. Parents are expected to 

attend their child/ren’s course 

selection night for the 

upcoming academic year with 

the student.It is a time to discuss 

course alignment withthe 

counselors present as students 

move towards the graduation 

and the college application 

process, and so parents are 

highly encouraged to attend. 

 

What are OLSAT 8 & SAT 10 

exams? 

Between the dates of April 20th 

and April 25th, all DHS 10th 

graders will be taking the OLSAT 

8 & SAT 10 exams. The OLSAT 

will be given on April 20th and it 

is an ability test of abstract 

thinking and reasoning. The SAT 

10 will be given April 23rd-25th 

and this is an achievement test 
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divided into reading 

comprehension, mathematical 

problem solving, and science.  

 

DHS uses the SAT 10 results data 

to help determine at what level 

our 10thgraders are performing 

and compare them to other 

10th graders.  

 

ISG uses the OLSAT 8 test results 

data to track the progress of 

ISG students who have taken 

this test previously when they 

were in the 8th grade.  

 

Students are best prepared by 

coming to school well rested 

and having eaten a proper 

breakfast. Test results will be 

provided to families before the 

end of the school year. 

 

How do we buy tickets for 

the school events? 

Tickets for our events are usually 

sold from 1 month before the 

event during the lunch breaks 

in front of the cafeteria until 1 

week before the event is 

scheduled. All guest names are 

required at the point of 

purchase so that the access 

gate list for the event can be 

compiled in time for the event
